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NICOLAS WINDING REFN’S FEAR X
After the success of the urban thriller Pusher, Fear X is Winding Refn’s first English-language film based upon the original script he co-wrote with cult writer Hubert Selby Jr. Fear X stars John Turturro, Jemas Remar and Deborah Kara Unger and will open in the UK on 26 March through Verve Pictures. 

Fear X is the story of Mall security guard, Harry Cain (John Turturro) whose wife is mysteriously murdered in Wisconsin. Harry must find out why his wife was killed, but he will soon learn that things are seldom what they appear to be. He begins his bizarre investigation, obtaining information that leads him to Montana, in search of the supposed murderer.

Making his first US-set feature, after projects exploring the mean streets of Copenhagen the underworld, Nicolas Winding Refn has crafted a contemporary psychological thriller with the aid of DOP Larry Smith and music by Brian Eno and J Peter Schwalm. 

Co-writer Hubert Selby Jr, mostly famous for his first novel, Last Exit To Brooklyn, which was subsequently filmed in 1989 is also the author of Requiem For A Dream. Fear X is his first collaboration with Nicolas Winding Refn.

The music is composed by Brian Eno, who is best known for producing and working with David Bowie, Devo, James and U2 and has composed feature film scores since 1976, creating music for Dune, Castaway, (song “Chemistry”), Heat, Buddy Boy and The Million Dollar Hotel.

FEAR X is directed by Nicolas Winding Refn (Pusher, Bleeder) and produced by Henrik Danstrup (Pusher, Bleeder).  FEAR X is written by Nicolas Winding Refn and Hubert Selby Jr (Last Exit to Brooklyn, Requiem For A Dream) and stars John Turturro (Barton Fink, O Brother Where Art Thou?), James Remar (The Warrior, Fatal Instinct, What Lies Beneath) and Deborah Kara Unger (Crash, Between Strangers).  The director of photography is Larry Smith (The Piano Player, Eyes Wide Shut) and music is composed by Brian Eno (Heat, Dune), producer for U2.
