LONDON FILM FESTIVAL – SATYAJIT RAY AWARD

IRISH FILM & TV AWARDS 2005 - BEST FILM & BREAKTHROUGH AWARD

At the closing night of the London Film Festival on November 3rd PAVEE LACKEEN was awarded the SATYAJIT RAY award. The Satyajit Ray Foundation gives an annual award to a first feature, premiered in the UK at The Times bfi London Film Festival, which reflects the artistry, compassion and humanity of Ray's own work. Previous winners include: The Woodsman 2004, In The Bedroom 2001, Boys Don’t Cry 1999. 
“The Jury are unanimous in giving the 10th annual award to the Irish film, PAVEE LACKEEN, Perry Ogden’s skilfully dramatised and deeply committed portrayal of the traveller community in Dublin and its struggle with bureaucracy, poverty and prejudice.” - Jury President Clyde Jeavons. 

On November 5th PAVEE LACKEEN won two further awards at the Irish Film & Television Awards – Best Film and The Breakthrough award (to Perry Ogden). Winnie Maughan had a nomination in the best actress category for her brilliant performance. 

PAVEE LACKEEN was also selected to open Critics Week at the Venice Film Festival earlier this year and screened in competition at the Toronto Film Festival where it received rave reviews. It also won Best First Feature Audience Award at this year’s Galway Film Fleadh.

PAVEE LACKEEN is the first feature from renowned photographer Perry Ogden. PAVEE LACKEEN is an intimate portrait of a resilient and spirited young Traveller girl and her proud, dignified family struggling day by day against faceless bureaucracy, poverty and prejudice in contemporary Ireland. Ten year old Winnie lives with her mother and siblings in a dilapidated trailer on the side of the road in a desolate industrialised area of Dublin.  PAVEE LACKEEN follows Winnie through several weeks of her life as she struggles with her identity as a young Traveller girl. Filmed with a cast of mostly non-professionals, the film uses Travelling people playing characters near to their own, finding the core of the story in their own life experiences. 

Director Perry Ogden’s photographs have appeared in Italian Vogue, Luomo Vogue, W, the Face and Arena and he has shot advertising campaigns for Ralph Lauren, Chloe and Calvin Klein. These have supplemented more personal projects including the “Pony Kids” photographs, which were published in 1999 and which became the inspiration for PAVEE LACKEEN
