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ANDREA ARNOLD’S FEATURE DEBUT RED ROAD 

WINS PRIX DU JURY AT CANNES FILM FESTIVAL

We are proud to announce that RED ROAD, written and directed by Andrea Arnold, has won the Prix du Jury at this year’s Cannes International Film Festival.

RED ROAD is about Jackie, who works as a CCTV operator. Each day she watches over a small part of the world, protecting the people living their lives under her gaze. One day a man appears on her monitor, a man she thought she would never see again.  Now she has no choice, she is compelled to confront him.

The leading role in RED ROAD is Jackie played by Kate Dickie (Who Do You Love), who is joined by Tony Curran (Miami Vice, The Good German, Gladiator, Blade II), Martin Compston ( Sweet Sixteen, Wild Country, Tickets), and Natalie Press (My Summer of Love).

The film is produced by Red Road Films, a subsidiary of Glasgow-based Sigma Films in collaboration with Zentropa Films and forms part of Lars von Trier’s experimental project The Advance Party.  The Advance Party concept is based upon characters developed by Lone Scherfig and Anders Thomas Jensen. It involves three filmmakers writing separate films, using the same nine characters to be played by the same actors. 

Andrea Arnold has completed three shorts incl. WASP (2003) which won the Academy Award for Live Action Short 2005 and was described by the Guardian as 'social realist film poetry'.
